Greetings, in the precious name of our Savior
the Lord Jesus Christ! Every Morning we do
a staff devotional time. We read a passage
from the Holy Scripture based on a devotion
in “Open Windows” . As we were starting
our devotion, Patti shared that a 16 year old
boy from Milton was bullied in the back of a
pick up truck by other teenagers. After this
attack the young man committed suicide.

This is the report from WEAR TV: “Monday
night the glow of candles lit up Carpenter’s
Park in Milton. More than a hundred people
came together to remember the life of 16-
year-old Joey McGlone. “For you to see
what bullying causes,...” said Joey’s mother,
Dana McGlone, with tears running down her
face; “..not just the physical hurt, but the
emotional pain that this child felt that his life
was hopeless.”

McGlone said she came home Sept. 13 and
found her son dead. He took his own life.
McGlone said it was because her son was
bullied. Joey’s mother shared a video with
Channel 3 News of an alleged attack on the
teen. She said in the video her son is being
beaten and stomped on in the back of a truck
at the Guy Thompson Community Center on
Sept. 7. The attackers have not been identi-
fied.

"I hope his suicide will somehow help someone
else's child or nephew or your friend or any-
body,” McGlone added. Now the community
wants to shed more light on bullying. “Words
hurt.” said Joey’s former girlfriend Taylor
Cilluffa. “Everything that you do and say to
people hurts. Just watch what you say and be
nice to everybody.”

After learning about this situation, | received a
phone call from Florida Department of Children
and Families. They were looking for a Church
to host a meeting of parents and children social
workers to talk about the lack of Foster homes
in our four county areas. The lady shared with
me that most of the children who were removed
from their homes were being taken as far as
Tallahassee, FL to be placed in a Foster Home.

| believe that families in our churches can make
a difference in helping out with this situation.

| found this website that reports “Most children
who are removed from their parents or guardi-
ans are placed with appropriate relatives until
they can return home. However, if there are no
relatives who are able to care for them, these
children are placed in foster care.

Foster parents are highly skilled and respected
members of a team who love and nurture chil-
dren, support and mentor families, and
strengthen their communities. Foster parents are
committed, well-trained, patient, persistent and
idealistic. Like every parent, they are part
teacher, part doctor, part counselor and part
advocate, all with the goal of helping children
be safe and thrive.

The Department of Children and Families con-
tracts with 18 community-based care partner
agencies that provide prevention, intervention,
foster care and adoption services.  Sadly,
sometimes children can never return to their
parents or caregivers and may age out of fos-
ter care, and then they wrestle with the chal-
lenges of young adulthood without the support
of any family.”

This October 1st at our Association Executive
Committee we have a guest coming to talk to us
about how we can enlist Foster Homes for this
great need.

LEADERS GROW THROUGH GAPS

Most people view integrity as an
aspect of honesty. Integrity is
adherence to code of ethics or set of
values. It also involves how well our
actions match our beliefs. It suggests a
wholeness or coherence in our
philosophies and values, in our public
and private statements, and in our
actions across a variety of situations.

In short, integrity is about character.
Character has components to it, or
traits, and areas of functioning where it
operates. Those contexts are the real
places where our personhood and
reality interface and results occur,
either positive or negative.

Character = the ability to meet the
demands of reality.

Here is some teaching from Dr. Henry
Cloud on this subject of Character.
“What | have tried to do is take
aspects of character and put them into
functions that tend to be different from
each other, and therefore discrete, and
at the same time, related to each other,
and therefore integrated. If we have
that combination, then we can focus on
specific aspects of our makeup and, at
the same time, be focusing on all of our
makeup and getting it working
together.

Let’s look at what those aspects of
character are:

-The ability to connect authentically
(which leads to trust)

-The ability to be oriented toward the
truth (which leads to finding and

operating in reality)

-The ability to work in a way that gets
results and finishes well (which leads
to reaching goals, or the mission)

-The ability to embrace, engage, and
deal with the negative (which leads to
ending problems, resolving them, or
transforming them)

-The ability to be oriented toward
growth (which leads to increase)

The ability to be transcendent (which
leads to enlargement of the bigger
picture of oneself)”
— Henry Cloud, Integrity

(subway) are very familiar with the
audible and visible warning to “mind
the gap.” It's a phrase issued to rail
passengers to take caution while
crossing the horizontal spatial gap
between the train door and the station
platform.

Maybe a more familiar use comes from
the immortal wisdom of Rocky Balboag,
when asked about what attracted him
to his future wife, Adrian: “She’s got
gaps, | got gaps. Together, we fill
gaps.” We all have gaps, especially
when it comes to our character. Do not
take this as a weakness, but instead
think of it as chance to improve.

Look at the list of character traits
above, on a scale of “1” (I have little
ability in this area) to “5” (I am very
confident in this ability), assign yourself
a number for each character trait.

The gap is our need and opportunity
for growth.
